To celebrate Fostoria’s 150th birthday, FCAC will present the Ohio Humanities Council’s

Ohio Chautauqua 2004, July 13-17 at Meadowlark Park. Fostoria is only one of five communities in Ohio to present this old fashion tent show. This year’s theme is the Roaring Twenties and each night under the tent at 7:30 p.m. a different actor will portray a famous person of that era.  Proceeding each nights presentation a local musical group will perform free of charge. The rain location is the Fostoria Middle School. Workshops during the day will be presented by this actors/educators throughout Fostoria.  For more information about the Chautauqua, the characters, performers and local musical entertainment, pick up a free Ohio Chautauqua companion reader at the FCAC office or throughout Fostoria.

During Fostoria’s Sesquicentennial Glass and Heritage Festival, FCAC will display quilts from our quilting contest.  Fostoria memorabilia including a display from the Fostoria Historical Museum of Jack Wainwright items and the VFW National Championship Band.  

FCAC   will continue to hold a variety of arts workshops and contests for both children and adults to educate and enrich our citizens and to showcase area talent, our office gallery is open Mondays and Wednesdays from 10:00 a.m. –2:00 p.m. and from 5:00-7:00 pm.

FCAC will present three summer concerts this year because of financial constraints and the five mini concerts during the Chautauqua.  June 20th, the Fostoria Community Band will perform.  August 8th, the Lake Plains Barbershoppers will sing.  August 22, Kerry Clark will sing.  All performances will be at Wainwright Amphitheatre at 7:30 p.m. If it rains, the concerts will be held at Wesley United Methodist Church on Van Buren Street.
